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IOWA CITY, Iowa (AP) — A dentist acted legally when he 
fired an assistant that he found attractive because he and 
his wife viewed the woman as a threat to their marriage, the 
all-male Iowa Supreme Court ruled in late December. 
 
The court ruled 7-0 that bosses can fire employees they see 
as an "irresistible attraction," even if the employees have not 
engaged in flirtatious behavior or otherwise done anything 
wrong. Such firings are not unlawful discrimination under the 
Iowa Civil Rights Act because they are motivated by feelings 
and emotions, not gender, Justice Edward Mansfield wrote. 
 
Mansfield cited as precedent the opinion of Justice John 
Herndon Mercer who, in the case of Caron v. Astaire  ruled: 
 
"When an irresistible force such as you 
Meets an old immovable object like me 
You can bet as sure as you live 
Somethin's gotta give, 
Somethin's gotta give, 
Somethin's gotta give." 
 
Hey, if you can't rely on popular songs, what can you rely on? 
 
And here’s  wishing all of you a happy, healthy, swingin’, 
and — most of all — a gun free 2013!

Claire Daly: Baritone Monk (North Coast Brewing Company): Baritone saxophonist Claire 
Daly’s delightful tribute to Thelonious Monk was simply one of the best jazz releases of 2012. 
Daly and her working quartet (pianist Steve Hudson, bassist Mary Ann McSweeney, drummer 
Peter Grant) offer original takes on Monk tunes — familiar, lesser known, and obscure — that 
explore the essence of his unique art and artistry.
